UPDATE ON GROUP DEVELOPMENT PLAN

(a) Attendance and Membership

The Group agreed that the attendance needed to be better. All clubs were sent Minutes and Agendas regularly. Any changes in Secretaries need to inform Peter so he can update the list.

(b) Formulisation of Club/School Links

Andy and Kevin are now attending meetings so progress has been made in this area.

Andy reported that the Under 9 Drax Cricket Competition will be merged into the Schools competitions with School Group winners going into the Drax Competition.

Scoring classes will begin in School when the summer term starts which will coincide with the start of the Cricket season. Offers are needed to help the children with scoring techniques.

The Craig White Cricket Academy has received 8 nominations from clubs so far. Further nominations are open but must be received by tomorrow (26th Feb). The shortfall will be made up from within the Schools. 
A Disability Cricket Festival is going to be held at Clifton Alliance, Val French is to co-ordinate the event and the dates are to be advised.

Andy agreed to become our referee in our bid for the Awards for All application.

A York representative team is to be looked at; Andy said he will investigate the matter within the Schools (Under 11)

(c) Club Development/Clubmark Accreditation

Mick Pickering reported that the first session had recently took place and 10 Clubs had attended. 5 clubs from within the COYCDG had attended (Osbaldwick,Acomb,York ,Dunnington and York RI)
2 more sessions are planned

(d) Player Development

Player development is considered to be working well at the moment with players as young as 6 being introduced to Cricket and linked with the Schools

(e) Facility Development

Mick Hutchinson reported that he was happy to carry on with this and listen to any issues raised at the meetings.

Ovington stated that they will need funding for sight screens, which will need to be locked away after use. There is also a drainage issue on the ground that needs to be looked at.

Dunnington stated that their ground is uneven at one end and need help and advice. They also need advice on which is the right surface to put down for their Cricket Nets. Askham Bryan College could help and Mick is to send Andy details.
(f) Coach Development

Alan Fletcher reported that the Coaching Course finished yesterday and all applicants are awaiting assessment.

Everyone enjoyed the course and all progressed well and should pass in April.

Another Course is hoped to be held next winter with workshops and Master Classes to follow. 

(g) Developing Officials and administrators

Bernard Shaw reported that the Umpire and Scoring Courses will now have to be put back due to the upheaval within the association.

(h) Developing Volunteers, Continuous Professional Development

Andy Chipps agreed to carry on within this role, but needs a clearer objective within this topic.
