MATTERS ARISING FROM AGM 2007
Item 4 on Any other Business regarding issue of York Vale League Junior players going to representative games (meeting with Senior League) to be followed up.

CHAIRMANS REPORT

David reported that the group had moved on appreciably last year with a lot more members attending meetings and with the success of the level 2 coaching course it is something to build on for the future.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

Peter also commented on the growth of the membership and with the introduction of the groups development plan meetings have become much more structured.

The introduction of Ladies cricket teams and friendly cricket teams operating within the City of York has boosted membership to 30 Clubs.
Having actively encouraged all clubs to attend and sending them regular minutes of meetings only 6 clubs failed to attend a meeting throughout 2007. The Clubs were named and shamed but it was pleasing to see one of the Clubs at the AGM and another giving its apology.

The contributions from sporting bodies and School Partnerships along with City of York Council was identified and thanked for all their vital contributions to the meetings.

TREASURERS REPORT

David produced the Statement of Accounts for the Group as at 31st December 2007. 

Income stood at £5775, Expenditure £6071.88 with a closing balance of £1272.28

It leaves us in approximately the same position as last year with the bulk of the expenditure coming from the coaching course held in the winter’s months.

6 Clubs paid outstanding subs from 2006 giving a total of 13.
15 Clubs paid in 2007 with 2 outstanding (Dringhouses and University of York Ladies CC)

A £150 grant has been recently received from the YCB for the year’s activities.

£30 has been returned to each delegate taking part in the Level 2 Cricket Coaching course from the sponsorship monies.

David proposed to keep membership for 2008 at £5 and this was agreed by the rest of the group.

An Awards for All application had been submitted for fees towards the Level 2 course in February and 2009 course + workshop + disabled cricket tournament to be held at Clifton Alliance. Unfortunately the form has been returned for somebody to act as a reference with CRB checks and somebody actively working with Children. Andy Pope is to be approached

David stated that due to work commitments and college work he would be standing down as Treasurer this year. The Group thanked him for all the hard work that he has put in over the past couple of years.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR 2008

Chairman:  The secretary asked for any other volunteers from the meeting but nobody responded. David Rippon was then asked if he would like to continue in the post and he agreed.

Secretary: The Chairman asked if Peter Ruddock would continue in the post and he agreed unless anybody wanted to take on the mantle. No response came from the meeting once again
Treasurer: Volunteers were asked for in the meeting. Bernard Shaw agreed to take on the role.
Delegate to York and Scarborough ACC:  With Sandy no longer able to attend meetings it was decided to withdraw this role as two members (Mick Pickering and Bernard Shaw) actively attended in other roles anyway and would report the groups activities.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Clubmark: Site visits are required for Clubmark status in the Summer months.

Mick Pickering is to hold sessions with Clubs that are currently in the process of applying instructing them of the correct process of how to complete the packs.

The sessions are likely to take place on an evening at a venue to be advised. It is likely to start in February and run through to April. All clubs will be contacted when a date is set.

Heworth CC:   Andy reported that their pitch had been vandalised over the weekend with a pick up truck running over part of the square and over the outfield. The Senior League has been informed. The full extent of damage is not yet clear. Ian Powell stated that advice can be obtained from the YCB Pitch advisers and are there to help.
York + District ACU + S:

A letter from YCB Officials Association regarding  ACU + S has been received stating that at a recent democratic ballot 74% voted in favour of joining the ECB OA. This means that the ACU+S will fold and link in with the new association. Application forms are to be shortly sent to members to see if they want to consider joining the new association.

Ian Powell:

All four local Cricket Development Groups have agreed to hold a development programme for the Under 11 age group. This will take the form of representative teams that will probably play in a tournament. This will be discussed further at the next meeting.

Alan Fletcher:

The Level 2 Cricket Coaching Course that is going to be held in February is no full.

6 Deposits have received out of the 24 on the course.
A course is not to be run safeguarding child protection due to numbers.

A fee of £10 will be required for the 1st Aid this year.

The Chairman thanked Alan for all his hard work organising the course this year 

Dunnington CC:
Andy reported that their old scorebox had now been demolished and the new on under construction.

City of York Council:

4 Clubs have come forward for assistance from the Council.

Among them are Osbaldwick CC who due to the growing number of Juniors require 2 permanent nets. Plans are to be put forward for the next Council session costing approximately 16k. The Council have identified the money to help them.
Schools Sports Partnerships:

Kevin Davis has received back clubs accreditation and has displayed it 33 primary schools.

Andy Pope stated that the Ebor group is to be linked with the Under 9 Drax cricket competition. He also states that he has made progress with Cricket Scoring in Schools.
