(a) Attendance and Membership

All Clubs must be affiliated to YCB to take part although. Peter said he would pass on details of how to join to all the teams. Attendance at meetings had improved of late and all Clubs are encouraged to come along to gain the benefits.

(b) Formalisation of School Links

Andy Pope and Kevin Davies attended and stated that both Schools Sport Partnerships are happy to help Clubs by putting up posters at Schools to attract junior players to Clubs. Help in the form of trained volunteers also is available to help out with coaching sessions. 

Help was also offered in the form of letting the Children do scoring exercises within Maths lessons at School to get them interested in Cricket Scoring.

Help was also offered in helping Clubs gain accreditation.

(c) Club Development, Clubmark Accreditation

(d) Player Development

A centre of excellence (bronze, silver and gold) is being set up by Alec Backhouse and Dick Whalley. 
At Dunnington Indoor Cricket Centre a scheme is hopefully going to be set up for some boys to do a 10 week course of 2 hours duration. Mini centre of Excellence for 11 to 14 year olds.
York Coaches Association are to run courses in January next year at Dunnington for any up and coming children. Clubs will be contacted for nominations it is likely to take place on Thursday evenings

 (e)Facility Development

Dunnington are currently in the process of building a scoreboard and getting some nets. They need help to get the best surface available to have the nets on. 

York CC clubhouse project is currently out to tender at the moment. 
(f) Coach Development

Alan Fletcher stated that a Level 2 Cricket coaching course will go ahead at the Mount School in February. The course will take place on Sundays starting around 10.30a.m through till 5pm. Cost is dependant on numbers. If the course can be filled with the maximum 24 it will be £132.42 each, for 20 it will be £147.70.

Child Welfare and First Aid courses are to be held in January.

(g) Developing officials and Administrators

The recent end of season Groundsman’s course was attended by10 people and went very well. Thanks go to Osbaldwick CC for holding the course.

An umpire’s course is going to be held before Christmas at a venue to be decided. It will be over two nights and will be led by Tony Pawson.
As stated earlier in the minutes it is hoped we can set up a Scoring course for children within the schools. Andy Pope will then encourage children to go onto clubs.
